	Platform:*Each contestant will complete a platform essay for the pre-teen division and up.
	A platform is a personal choice and represents your belief which consists of a cause that you choose to represent. In the essay you will educate and inform your readers why you choose this cause, how you will help this cause and the ways you can volunteer to be of assistance for this cause.
The platform you choose as your own you must be willing to volunteer your time, raise money, educate and create an awareness towards that platform. (if you do not have a platform and this is your first platform you are choosing, you must be willing to volunteer your time if you awarded a title in your division).

	Community Service* Each contestant will complete a section in their essay describing your service, if one is not chosen please choose one.
	Community service is a big part of Queens Pageant. Each contestant must have a community service that you are involved in or getting involved in. Community Service can consist of service and volunteer time that you utilize for church or for school, or any other entity in your community. 

	Photo Requirement
	Each contestant will provide with application a 5x7 recent picture which can be black & white or color. This photo will appear in the pageant program and must be a good representation of the contestant.

	Acknowledgement & Waiver

Judging Rules

	Personal Interview
	The personal interview will be judged on poise, the articulation of the answers to the questions that are proposed by the judges. The confidence in which you answer and the content of your answer. (each contestant should know their application by heart most of all questions are asked relating to your application)

	Formal Wear/ Onstage Question
	Formal wear is judged on the choice of your dress, appropriateness, how you are able to model and feel comfortable on stage in formal wear. The onstage question is judged on your content of your answer and your ability to answer on the spot.

	Cultural essay
	The cultural essay is judged on the content, creativity, and the research that has been done for your culture. Your ability to educate and inform others about your culture.

	Modeling
	The modeling is judged at all times you are onstage, it is how you are able to relate, scan your audience, confidence level, ability to showcase yourself in a poise and well mannered contestant.

	Personality
	The personality is judged at all times. Every time you set foot on stage you are being judged on how you react to others, your mannerism and your ability to showcase yourself.

	Optional categories
	Each optional is judged directly on the ability to showcase yourself in that optional. The best showcase of yourself whether it be modeling or dancing, it must show creativity along with a sound basis.

	Poise & appearance
	Poise & appearance is judged at all times in how you conduct yourself on stage and the interview room

	Platform
	Your platform is judged on the content of your choice of your platform along with your ability to educate and teach others the reason why you choose the platform, what it means to you and furthermore how you would like to help to change this platform to become better in its own.

	Community Service
	Community service is judged also on the content and the choice of your community service, if you don’t have one and you are describing what it is you would like it to be that is also judged on the content and creativity.

	Hair & Makeup * for appropriate divisions
	Hair is judged at all times, being well groomed and making sure all hair designs are appropriate for your age. Makeup is only allowed in the Young Miss (14 or older) or above categories. Any makeup that is worn in those divisions must look natural and be appropriate for on stage.
